Practiced by Christian Churches / Churches of Christ, Baptists,
and some Pentecostals
Humans are innocent from birth to an age of accountability
(usually considered to be about 8-12 years old)
Purposes for baptism differ:
= Christian Churches / Churches of Christ - holds that
scriptural baptism consists of the immersion of penitent
believers, the culmination of a process of salvation begun
with faith in Jesus Christ, repentance of sin, and public
confession of faith in Christ, followed by faithful service
to Christ as part of a congregation of fellow believer
= Baptists - generally believe that baptism is an act of
obedience but is not part of salvation (‘first act of \\
obedience’). It is an outward expression of an inward

change that has already happened. WO ODLAWN

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Method of

baptism

The Greek word 'baptizo’ (baptism) literally means to immerse, plunge,
or dip.

. '|Phe Greek word for pour is ‘ekcheo’; sprinkle is ‘rhantizo’.

Immersion simulates the death, burial, and resurrection of Christ
(Colossians 2:11,12; Romans 6:3 4)

Examples of bap‘nsms infer immersion:

e John 3:23 - John baptized at Aenon because there was plenty of water

e Matthew 3:13-17 - Jesus' baptism, he went up out of the water

e  Acts 8:36 - Ethiopian Eunuch, went down into water... came up out of water

Conclusion: Virtually all scholars agree that immersion was the mode
of baptism in the New Testament church.

o  Everyone agrees that immersion is an acceptable mode of baptism, an
gaining popularity, even in Catholic churches.
Those not using immersion foday generally argue that the mode of th \\

Testament is not relevant to today's practice.

(1) Concerning baptism, baptize in this way. After
you have spoken all these things, “baptize in the
name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Spirit,” in running water.

(2) If you do not have running water,
baptize [baptizon] in other water. If you are not able
in cold, then in warm.

(3) If you do not have either, pour

out [ekcheo] water three times on the head “in the
name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Spirit.”

(4) Before the baptism the one baptizing and the
one being baptized are to fast, and any others who
are able. Command the one being baptized to fast
beforehand a day or two.
